STUDIO ART I – COLOR MIXING & COLOR SCHEMES [MIDTERM]
ASSIGNMENT:

Students will mix and paint 12 paint swatches to represent the 12 colors of the color wheel.  After painting the swatches, students will use these swatches to create 9 cut paper designs that will represent 8 basic color schemes.
REQUIREMENTS:

Students should:

· Use the three primary colors to mix and paint the 12 basic colors of the color wheel.
· Use the color swatches to create 9 3”x3” cut paper compositions.
· Compositions should represent the 8 basic color schemes (8 basic, 1 student choice)

· Mount the 9 compositions on a piece of white paper.
· Take care in crafting their final projects.
