STUDIO ART III – KITCHEN OBJECT ILLUSTRATIONS
ASSIGNMENT:

Students will practice the skill of using oil pastels.  Students will also practice personification of everyday objects by choosing to illustrate a kitchen object that is portraying a two specific moods.  
REQUIREMENTS:

Students should:

· Choose two opposing moods to illustrate – i.e. loud/shy; happy/sad; angry/calm

· Show that they understand how color can affect the portrayal of moods and emotions.
· Use the pastels carefully and show a range of values and blending techniques.

· Use creativity to personify the kitchen objects, without simply adding facial features.

· Take care in crafting their final projects.
