STUDIO ART I – PEN & INK SELF PORTRAITS / FINAL EXAM PROJECT
ASSIGNMENT:

Students will execute a series of four final self portrait pen & ink drawings.   Students should execute one self portrait drawing, using the gridded drawing technique, in pencil.  The pencil drawing will be used to transfer to the four final pen & ink drawings.  The pen& ink  drawings should demonstrate 4 of 6 possible pen & ink techniques: stippling, scumbling, hatching, cross-hatching, contour line, or threshold.  * This project will count as both a project grade and 75% of the final exam grade.
REQUIREMENTS:

Students should:

· Focus on correct proportions of the face, as covered in class.
· Show detail in the facial features, including folds in hair and clothing and evidence of shadows.
· Demonstrate four different pen & ink techniques.

· Take care in crafting their final projects.
