STUDIO ART I – VALUE DRAWING
ASSIGNMENT:

Students will practice using value by completing a drawing of a single object that has some sort of visual interest (meaning that the object should have enough surface variation to create an interesting amount of shading).  Once the object is chosen, students will obtain a photograph of the image (preferably their own photo) and then replicate the photograph using either graphite or charcoal while demonstrating three different drawing techniques: contour line, hatching and scumbling.
REQUIREMENTS:

Students should:

· Choose an object with visual interest.
· Obtain a photograph of the object.  Preferably the photo should be taken by the student, and accommodations can be made for Mr. Koons to take a photo of the object during class.  Internet photos are permissible – but should be a last resort.
· Use contour line, hatching and scumbling to demonstrate a knowledge of the value scale and value application.

· Use either graphite pencil or charcoal pencil.
· Take care in crafting their final projects.
