Course Requirements: 

1.   A separate notebook is required for this subject and must be brought to each class.  Notebooks will be checked periodically throughout the semester.  Students will be responsible for including all class handouts, class notes, homework assignments, tests, quizzes and journal in their notebooks.  
2.   Homework and projects will be given at various points throughout the semester.  Students are expected to hand all course work in on or before the assigned due date.  
3.  Excused absence- Students are responsible for contacting the teacher in order to collect any missed class notes and assignments.  The best way to contact me is through email.     
4.   Missed Work- If a homework assignment, quiz or test is missed as a result of an excused absence, you will have one week’s time to make it up.  No make-up work will be accepted for an unexcused absence. 
Grading: Student grades will be based upon class participation, behavior and total points accumulated on homework, quizzes and tests; and the course required paper.  Points may be deducted from your accumulated points for not participating, being unprepared, unexcused lateness and/or behavioral problems.  
Late Work- Any work handed in after the assigned due date.  Ten percentage points will be deducted for each day that passes until the assignment is handed in.

Ex. 100 point assignment is due on January 20th.  Student “A” turns the assignment in on January 23rd.  30 percentage points will be deducted from the student’s overall earned grade as the assignment is three days late.
