Class Procedures 2015-2016

1. Preparedness:  Students are expected to be in class every day with their notebook, pencil, and calculator.  An organized binder is to be kept by each student that will contain class notes, homework assignments, worksheets, etc.  

2. Promptness:  Students are expected to arrive to class on time and be in their seats and ready to begin when the bell rings.  Stay in your seat until the bell rings - do not pack up your belongings early.  Please limit sign-outs to water fountain and bathroom to the first and last five minutes of class unless in an emergency situation.
3. Grading:  Grades will be based on tests (50%), quizzes (30%), homework, cumulative quizzes, labs, class participation, etc. (20%).  

4. Homework:  All homework assignments are to be completed to the best of your ability.  A blank paper is not acceptable.  Each problem must be written down and all work must be shown for full credit.  Each assignment is worth five (5) points if assignment is complete with obvious work and effort shown.  Two (2) points will be given for assignments that are at least half completed or lack effort and work.  Daily homework assignments can not be made up unless the student is absent from school (field trips do not count as absences from school).  
5. Quizzes / Tests:  Students are expected to take all tests and quizzes on the assigned day unless prior arrangements have been made.  All tests will be announced ahead of time.  Quizzes may be announced or unannounced.  ****Absence the day prior to a test does not excuse you from taking the test.  If you are absent the day of a test you will take the test the day you return to school.****  

6. Cumulative Quizzes:  Cumulative quizzes and reviews will be given throughout the year.  These assessments are meant to keep you prepared for cumulative tests and mid-term/final exams.  
7. Extra Credit:  One individual extra credit assignment will be assigned each marking period.  

8. Make-up Work:  It is your responsibility to make up any work (notes, classwork, homework) after an absence.  Students who miss class, but who are not absent from school (field trips, driver lessons, music lessons, sports, or any other school activity) are immediately responsible for any missed work.  Students are responsible to get all assignments ahead of time and turn them in on time.  

9. Behavior:  Dishonest behavior will not be tolerated.  Procedures as outlined in the student handbook will be strictly enforced.  Cell phones may not be out during assessments.  If they are seen out the student will receive a grade of zero on the assessment (see cell phone policy below).  Any talking during tests or quizzes is considered cheating and will result in a grade of zero on that assignment.  Dishonest behavior includes (but is not limited to) plagiarizing, giving or receiving information during an exam, altering a graded exam and then claiming it was improperly marked, and facilitating dishonest acts by others.  
10. Cell Phones: All cell phones will be collected at the beginning of each class period and placed in pouches hanging on the closet door.  They will be picked up by each student at the end of class.

11. Extra Help:  Any student needing help should come in as soon as possible.  Do not wait until it is too late, it is very easy to fall behind.  You must bring your notes, book, and specific questions when coming in for help.  I am available most Tuesdays through Thursdays after school until at least 3:00 PM.  Please schedule these times in advance to avoid any scheduling conflicts.  
12. Any student that requires extra time due to an IEP/504 will receive 1/2 of the test(quiz) in the class period the test is given and will make arrangements with the teacher to take the second 1/2 of the test within 1 day.  Tests that are given in a co-taught class do not require students to go to a resource room as a special education teacher is already available.  Students in non co-taught classes, that request to take the test in another room, are required to go to the special education study hall class for the test, not any resource room.
