· Post Prom – report from Kim Beam read by Linda Fisher – Thanks to the fabulous Fundraiser Committee and all who attended, donated baskets, etc.  The event raised about $12,000.00.  Invitations will be sent out the middle of March and an assembly is planned for the juniors and seniors to promote Post Prom and early registration.  Volunteers are needed for decorating and the night of the event.  The 2012 Golf outing is Saturday, July 14 at Shannondell.

School Board Update:
Cathleen Barone gave an update.  New school board members have been attending various orientations and training sessions (the latest was 2/11).  A lot of information on the Sunshine Law is discussed.  The turf field committee will be making a presentation at this month’s meeting.  A new meeting format mentioned.  The Work Session (held on the 3rd Tuesday of the month) will be at various schools rotating every two months.  February and March meetings will be at Skyview in the Library.  The meeting on the 4th Tuesday of the month will continue to be in the LGI.  All meetings begin at 7:30.  Check the website for confirmation of location and agenda.    

Administrative Update:
1. Dr. Quinn –  The Data Portfolio presented at last month’s school board meeting is on the website and shows the district is strong, but there is always room for improvement.  Information on the field project is also on the website.  Dr. Quinn handed out the Managing Methacton’s Resources brochure.  The board approved a preliminary budget with a maximum tax increase of 2.95%.  Discussed state funding and Governor’s Budget address.  Dr. Quinn asked to add the Coordinator of Curriculum to the agenda.  Mrs. Diane Barrie is currently the Acting Coordinator and was in attendance.
1. Dr. Fay – Pupil services includes ESL, Special Ed, Health Services and Counseling.  Dr. Fay spoke of current challenges, staff development/training on In-Service Days and the need to bring as many children back into district facilities from out of district facilities. 
1. Janeen Marzewski – Janeen sent the following report on District Services.  Safety – Penndot & PA Safe Routes to School Resource Center awarded $18,650 to be used to fund efforts to implement a “Walking School Bus” at Eagleville and Woodland Elementary schools.  Grant monies awarded will enable Methacton to fund education and encouragement for students as well as support for volunteers who will be necessary to assist students along the walking paths.  Over the course of the next several months, students and staff members at Eagleville and Woodland will be participating in sport assemblies, Zumba dance parties, walking safety lessons and receive free pedometers to encourage walking.  Community Ed – The summer enrichment and acceleration programs will be available 3/1/12.  Registration will be available online with a credit card or mail in registration will be accepted.  Facilities – It’s time to schedule for the 2012-13 schoo l year.  Please plan accordingly.  An Excel spreadsheet will be sent in March to all the principals to begin the process.    
1. Angela Linch – Angela thanked those who participated in the Alert Now trial.  An email will be forthcoming explaining how parents can update their information on Alert Now.  Dr. Shirley Curl, PDE visited with various staff members to discuss the direction of gifted instruction.
1. Diane Barrie – A Kindergarten readiness program is scheduled for 2/22 @ MHS, LGI.  Kindergarten registration is in March.  There will be screening for incoming kindergarten students.

1.  Diana and Amy Brier are co-presidents.  Members are proud of the Wall of Honor displayed at MHS.
