MR. PFEIL’S CLASS PROCEDURES

PRECALCULUS

I.  Course Requirements
     A.  TESTS and QUIZZES

1.  All tests will be announced in advance.  Tests are usually worth 100 points. 
2.  Quizzes may or may not be announced in advance.  Quizzes will range from 20-50 points.
3.  You will be expected to take all tests and quizzes on the assigned day unless you have made prior arrangements.  If you are absent the day of a test/quiz, you will take the test the day of your return (unless alternate arrangements are made).

     B.  HOMEWORK/OTHER
1.  It is your responsibility to see that homework assignments are completed on time.  Remember, the best way to learn math is through practice! All homework assignments and important information regarding tests, quizzes, and other projects can be found on the Methacton website under teacher pages (look for Pfeil, Jason).  This website is a valuable resource and is updated weekly. 
2.  Homework could be checked by walking around and looking at each student’s work, it could be collected, or assessed in the form of an in-class homework quiz (usually 1-3 questions).  All Homework problems that are assigned must be completed and include neatly shown work with each problem where applicable. 3.  OTHER graded assignments will include such work as labs, projects, spiral reviews, entry or exit tickets, and homework quizzes.
     C.  MAKE-UP WORK

1.  It is the responsibility of the student to make up any work that he/she misses due to absences from school.  It is also his/her responsibility to show that work to the teacher in order to receive credit.  Students who miss class, but are not absent from school, will be held responsible immediately for the work that is missed. Daily homework assignments will be posted on my whiteboard as well as on my teacher website.  It is your responsibility to check my website for missed homework assignments.
2.  Missed tests, quizzes, and homework will need to be made up in the manner outlined in the student handbook.  It is your responsibility to do this within the specified time period.  If they are not made up within the allotted time, you will receive zeros.

     D.  CLASS SUPPLIES
1. Students must keep some kind of notebook containing notes, homework, and other assignments.  

2. Students should have a folder to keep all tests/quizzes and any other assignments in for the year.

4. Students are expected to bring their own Graphing Calculator(TI-83, TI-84, TI-84+) to class each day.

          Marking period grades will be determined on the basis of a weighting system. 

1.  Tests - 50% of your grade

3.  Homework/Other graded assignments – 20% of your grade
III. Classroom Rules and Procedures.
A. DISCIPLINE  

It is my expectation that there will be no discipline problems in my class. The key to success is cooperation. If however a problem occurs, the procedures outlined in your handbook will be followed.

1. Cheating, class cutting, use of improper language, and improper dress will be handled in the manner described in the student handbook. You may bring water and eat small items in class. However, you may not leave class to purchase these items.
2. Lateness to class will not be tolerated.  Detention will be assigned if necessary.
B. SIGN-OUT PROCEDURE

1. Students are asked to limit sign-outs to the first or last five minutes of class unless it is an emergency.

2. Students who need to use the bathroom will need to sign both in and out of the sign-out book and will use the wooden pass.  I will sign your passport for sign-outs to areas of the building other than the bathroom.
C. EXTRA HELP

I will be available for TUTORING in room A103 from 2:25-3:00pm on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  Please let me know AT LEAST ONE DAY IN ADVANCE if you plan on attending. Be sure to get help right away if you are having difficulty.  
MATH DEPARTMENT RULES: The following rules are designed to create consistency throughout the mathematics department as it pertains to the following issues:

A. Students will be expected to arrive to classes prior to the sounding of the bell. (There will be an additional 1 minute allowance for students traveling from East Wing to West Wing.) Any time after that window will be considered late and two warnings followed by a detention will be received. Any subsequent infractions will receive an additional detention. 

B. Use of electronic devices (including, but not limited to, cell phones, iPods, digital cameras) may be permitted on some days in class. However, they should be placed in a pouch at the front of the room before the start of every class, and be picked up at the end of class. The use of said devices in class without the teacher’s permission will result in a math department detention. Phones Detentions are held on Wednesdays and Thursdays.
C. Students must clear their desks of all bags (schoolbags, purses, etc.) for the duration of the class period. Bags may be placed either on the floor or in the basket provided under each desk. 

D. Dress code in the classroom: Students are not allowed to wear hats, sunglasses, or hoods in the classroom. Students will be warned once, and then will be assigned a teacher detention. 

The first week of school will serve as an opportunity to get acclimated to the expectations listed above. Following that, any accrued warnings and detentions will remain for the duration of the year and will NOT reset at the beginning of each marking period or semester. Persistent offenses will be referred to the building level administrator for further punitive action.
