STUDIO ART III – 100 THINGS
ASSIGNMENT:

Students will complete 100 2” x 2” different drawings of objects that begin with the same letter of the alphabet.  Students will use the same drawing medium for each square, and should strive to develop a similar style for each of the 100 squares.  
Students will first brainstorm to come up with 100 different nouns that they could conceivably draw or visually represent*.  Once the list of 100 nouns is complete, students should begin drawing – each square should be numbered and labeled as completed in order to keep track of each drawing.  
(*If students are going to use the lists generated with a partner during practice activities, they can only use half of that list, and must generate 50 new nouns  in order to individualize their project.)

REQUIREMENTS:

Students should:
· Make sure each object drawn starts with the same letter – students may choose whatever letter they prefer.

· Generate a list of at least 100 different objects that start with their chosen letter (I personally recommend more than 100 just in case).

· Use the same drawing medium throughout each square – medium is limited to pencil, pen, colored pencil or Sharpie Marker.
· Develop a similar style for each square – i.e.: if you outline your drawing with solid black lines, you should use solid black outlines in each square.

· Try different and unique perspectives in their drawings.

· Add an appropriate level of detail to each drawing – if using color make sure to cover the entire square with color, if using black and white make sure to add value through shading, hatching, or stippling.  

· Take care in crafting their final projects.
