STUDIO ART III – BLIND CONTOUR BICYCLE DRAWING
ASSIGNMENT:

Students will complete a blind contour drawing of a section of a bicycle in white pencil on black paper.  Students will then use three 4.5” x 5.5” pieces of Bristol board to isolate three areas of the bicycle that they want to render in full color using colored pencil.  Students should focus on line, rendering of form, and value.
**ENTIRE PROJECT MUST BE COMPLETED DURING THE MIDTERM EXAM PERIOD**
REQUIREMENTS:

Students should:
· Make sure to follow the blind contour technique properly – DON’T CHEAT!!
· Choose an interesting angle to draw the bicycle from.

· Make proper use of colored pencils, including layering properly to achieve the correct color values.

· Place their Bristol board rectangle in a way that creates eye movement.

· Take care in crafting their final projects.
