STUDIO ART I – PERSPECTIVE DRAWING
ASSIGNMENT:

Students will practice the skill of linear perspective by completing a final drawing that employs one or two point perspective.  The drawings should explore either an architectural space or an imagined fantasy environment.  Students may choose to try and replicate an existing architectural structure as well.  Final projects should focus on clean lines, as well as using the proper viewpoints of perspective drawing. 
**Students may also choose to work with a partner on this project.  If this option is chosen, teams must work on the larger paper size.

REQUIREMENTS:

Students should:

· Make use of one or two point perspective.
· Show that they understand one or two point perspective by making sure the lines of their objects line up with their vanishing points.
· Use the established viewpoints correctly – bird’s eye, ant’s eye, and eye level view.
· Take care in crafting their final projects.
